Since Memorial Day 5712 (1952), a long line of
presidents, prime ministers, and defense
ministers have signed personal letters to
bereaved families, and the finest artists in the
country take part in designing the First Day
Covers and stamps for this occasion. Thus, a
one-of-a-kind tradition has been built year after
year - one that has become, over time, one of
the most recognized and unique ambassadors
of Israel’s culture of remembrance.

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The 2025 Memorial Day stamp features a dry
and scorched tree against a background of
black rocks, symbolizing the consequences of
the fires of war we have recently experienced.
Most of the tree is withered and dried, while
one-third has begun to bloom anew.

This stamp expresses the contrast between
mourning and bereavement and the youthful
blossoming, as a metaphor for the renewed life
that the fallen have bequeathed to us in their
death. The message is sharp and jarring,
conveyed through an innovative topographical
visual language.
